	Market Opportunity
The global project management software market is valued at USD 6.4–10 billion in 2025, projected to reach USD 18–24 billion by 2035, growing at a 12–15% CAGR. Over 89% of enterprises now use at least one PM platform, with AI-powered features emerging as the key differentiator in 2026.



The platform will be built with a local-first architecture (inspired by Linear) for sub-50ms UI interactions, a modern React/Next.js frontend, a Node.js + PostgreSQL backend, and a Kubernetes-based deployment pipeline. The product will launch with a freemium model, targeting startups and mid-market teams (10–500 users) as the initial beachhead, then scaling to enterprise.
